Questions for Classroom Teachers to Ask Parents 

in Order to Best Meet the Child's Learning Needs:

1. Explain your child’s complications due to Stickler syndrome. How do vision/hearing/joint issues affect your child in a classroom setting? At home? 

2. How long can your child typically sustain a writing activity? 

3. How long can your child comfortably sit or stand?
4. To what extent does your child understand his or her disability?
5. How comfortable is your child with others knowing his/her condition and talking about it?
6. What devices, aides, or tools has your child used in the classroom successfully in the past? How have these tools helped your child? 
7. How accepting is your child of the modifications allowed for him/her?
8. How comfortable is your student in communicating his or her own needs in a school setting? 

9. What are the social/emotional needs of your child? 

10. What modifications to protect your child’s vision and/or joints are necessary?

11. What modifications for field trips need to be made in advance? 

12. What is the best way to get your students missed work (in case of absence) to you? 

13. What support for making up missed work are you able to provide at home?
Other important aspects of meeting the needs of a student with Stickler syndrome that should be covered in a 504, IEP, and/or Individualized Health Plan would include emergency procedures, medications, P.E./recess modifications, and the need for related services such as speech, physical, or occupational therapy. A sample emergency plan and P.E./recess modifications are discussed later in this document.
